A World of Sashas

Can You Imagine A World Where Every Chiild

Megan, a respected judge known for her
unwavering pursuit of justice and her
tireless work battling human trafficking
and putting away sex offenders, was also
a mother. This role, however, took on

a harrowing new dimension when she
discovered the horrific abuse her ex-
husband had inflicted upon their children.

Megan'’s daughter, Emily, was just nine
years old when a pivotal moment brought
her father’s disturbing behavior to light. During a baseball game, he engaged in highly
inappropriate physical contact with her, a scene witnessed by a young girl named Sasha.
The five year old girl said boldly to the nine year old, “Why does your Daddy do that to
you?” Sasha, a little girl empowered and trained to use her voice, was the catalyst that
uncovered a vast amount of horrifying truths.

As the layers of deception peeled away, it became clear that the abuse was far more
pervasive than anyone had imagined. The children, who had been conditioned to believe
their father's actions were normal, had endured years of physical and emotional torment,
including forced nudity, invasive bathing rituals, and more.

Despite the Mother's judicial/professional expertise and strength, she was blinded and
paralyzed by the trauma of her own unhealed history, unable to see, therefore not able to
protect her own children from the evil in her home. It was Sasha, a younger child, trained
to have a VOICE, who ignited the spark of change. Her innocent but brave questioning
had the power to expose the darkness and pave the way for healing and justice.

The Foundation United is committed to creating a world of Sashas. We empower children
to speak up and bring healing to adults. This frees them from trauma so that they can have
eyes to see and generational healing can begin. This is the tip of the spear in fostering a

shift in culture.

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Orphanage Trafficking:
Instilling Identity

Millions of children worldwide are trapped in a cycle of exploitation. They face child labor,
sexual abuse, and are trafficked through orphanages for profit. Orphanage trafficking
involves the recruitment and transfer of children, often by corrupt orphanage staff or child
finders, even though many have a living parent or family member.

Our work in the orphan space, through REAL TALK and The Interparliamentary Human
Trafficking Task Force, is critically important, as orphans represent one of the highest-risk
populations for exploitation and trafficking.

Our mission is to lead boldly at the tip of the spear,
creating a world full of “Sashas.” We empower children
to rise above their circumstances by instilling a sense of
true identity and worth. We teach them how to use the
power of their voice, enabling them to break the cycle
of abuse and stay safe. One out of every two children
has endured some form of abuse. The need to address
these wounds at their core has never been greater!

Establish REAL TALK University chapters in colleges and universities nationwide, with
the Vanderbilt University model to be replicated in 5 more colleges, open to young
adults globally. Pilot this model in the University Panhellenic Greek System, positioning
fraternities and sororities to become solution centers for sexual violence.

Increase reach in foster care and orphanage space throughout U.S., Africa, Europe
and South America, building new collaborations and partnerships with leaders on the
frontlines with this population.
